43 Le Grand Vin de Osoyoos La Rose 2004, VQA, Okanagan Valley, BC    54 
 ôFrench Groupe Taillan, owner of Chateau Gruaud Larose, and Vincor International combined their efforts and 
 passion in creating Osoyoos Larose.  Produced in the Okanagan Valley, this ultra premium wine merges Old World 
 tradition and knowledge with New World technology, spirit and adventure.  This alliance brings together the 
 òsavoir-faireó of Bordeaux with the unique òterroiró of the South Okanagan Valley, resulting in a classic Bordeaux 
 style wine rich in character and personality.õ 
 

47 Grand Reserve Shiraz 2004, Jackson-Triggs, Okanagan Valley, VQA, BC   55 
 òThis wine was aged in French and American oak barrels resulting in a wine with intense concentration of flavour 
 and complexity.  The bouquet displays blackcurrant, blueberry and cracked pepper aromas layered with hints of 
 chocolate and toasted oak.  On the palate, rich blackberry, cherry, and currant flavours are seamlessly integrated with 
 soft tannins.  The spicy extended finish makes this wine ideal with our beef tenderloin. 
 
 

68 Reserve Shiraz 2002, Charles Cimicky, Barossa Valley, Australia     92 
 õ96 points by Robert Parker.  An inky black/purple color is accompanied by sumptuous aromas of scorched earth, 
 melted licorice, camphor, blackberries, and cherry liqueur.

66 Pinot Noir 2004, Le Grand Clos Jordanne, VQA Niagara      98 
 ôLe Grand Clos, the ôGrand Cruõ of Niagara is created exclusively from the Le Clos Jordanne Vineyardõs best parcels, 
 in only the best years.  This wine is a rare breed exemplifying elegance, character, complexity, longevity and purity at 
 its peak.  It is deep in colour, stunningly pure, rich in sheer fruit extract and density and incredibly long in the mouth.  
 This wine delivers intense floral overtones with luscious fruit flavours of ripe raspberries and dense black fruit.ó 
 

74 Cabernet Sauvignon,óEileenó 2003, Chiarello, Napa, California     118 
 ôEileen Cabernet, the wineryõs highest rating to-date of 93 Points by Wine Spectator, is planted in the rocky section 
 of our vineyards, which naturally keeps our crop size down and berry size small, a key to making stellar Cabernet.

A long persistent 
flavour with hints of chocolate, blueberries, and plum jam in the finish. The well managed tannin blends perfectly

65 Cabernet Sauvignon 2003, ôPoetryõ, Howell Mountain, Napa Valley, California   180 
 òThis wine offers abundant aromas of sweet violet perfume, chicory, English lavender, sweet tobacco, tamarind, 
 cardamom, and nutmeg.  The mouth offers a structure defined by both depth and character, composed of a luscious, 
 fruit-filled mid-plate, soft fine tannins, and flavours of cassis and black cherry.  The mouth ends with lingering 
 glycerol and black cherries.

 a core of ripe plum, anise, blackcurrant and bell pepper. Rich fruit flavours supported by firm leather tannins lead to a rich extended finish.ó

òLayers of strawberry and raspberry are accented by spicy oak and subtle notes of roasted coffee.  The tannins are soft and complement the
